Famous Last Words
John 19:25-27

25 Now there stood by the cross of Jesus His mother, and His mother's sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26 When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing by, He said to His mother, "Woman, behold your son!"  27 Then He said to the disciple, "Behold your mother!" And from that hour that disciple took her to his own home. 

I. The People Near the Cross

A. For Mary Magdalene, The Cross Was A Place Of Redemption.

B. For Mary the Wife Of Cleopas, The Cross Was A Place Of Resolve.

C. For Salome, The Cross Was A Place Of Rebuke.

It was about that time that the mother of the Zebedee brothers came with her two sons and knelt before Jesus with a request. ‘What do you want?’ Jesus asked. She said, ‘Give your word that these two sons of mine will be awarded the highest places of honor in your kingdom, one at your right hand, one at your left hand.’ Jesus responded, ‘You have no idea what you’re asking.’ And he said to James and John, ‘Are you capable of drinking the cup that I’m about to drink?’ They said, ‘Sure, why not?’ Mathew 20:20-22 (The Message)

D. For Mary, The Cross Was A Place Of Reward.

This child is destined to cause the falling and rising of many in Israel, and to be a sign that will be spoken against, 35so that the thoughts of many hearts will be revealed. And a sword will pierce your own soul too. Luke 2:34-35 (NIV)

E. For John, The Cross Was A Place Of Responsibility.


II. The People Jesus Ministered to During His Crisis
26 When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing by…

A. He had compassion for His mother and the beloved disciple.

Luke 8:19–21 His mother came to him and his brothers also, and they were unable to get to him because of the crowds. And it was reported to him, "Your mother and your brothers are standing outside, wishing to see you." But he answered and said to them, "My mother and my brothers are those who hear the word of God and do it. 

B. This is not the first time He has shown this ability.

C. Look at His ability now.
Ephesians 1:19-20 and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power 20 which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, 

Philippians 4:19 And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.
Romans 10:12: There is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, abounding in riches to all who call upon him. 

III. The Importance of Caring for One Another

26 …He said to His mother, "Woman, behold your son!"  27 Then He said to the disciple, "Behold your mother!" And from that hour that disciple took her to his own home.
A. The responsibility of caring for others in the body of Christ. 

Matthew 19:23-30

23 Then Jesus said to His disciples, "Assuredly, I say to you that it is hard for a rich man to enter the kingdom of heaven.  24 And again I say to you, it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of God." 25 When His disciples heard it, they were greatly astonished, saying, "Who then can be saved?" 26 But Jesus looked at them and said to them, "With men this is impossible, but with God all things are possible." 27 Then Peter answered and said to Him, "See, we have left all and followed You. Therefore what shall we have?" 28 So Jesus said to them, "Assuredly I say to you, that in the regeneration, when the Son of Man sits on the throne of His glory, you who have followed Me will also sit on twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel.  29 And everyone who has left houses or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands, for My name's sake, shall receive a hundredfold, and inherit eternal life.  30 But many who are first will be last, and the last first.
