God is Omnipresent Part 2
Psalms 139:7-12 Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can I flee from Your presence? 8 If I ascend into heaven, You are there; If I make my bed in hell, behold, You are there. 9 If I take the wings of the morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, 10 Even there Your hand shall lead me, and Your right hand shall hold me. 11 If I say, "Surely the darkness shall fall on me," Even the night shall be light about me; 12 Indeed, the darkness shall not hide from You, But the night shines as the day; The darkness and the light are both alike to You. 

Definition of Omnipresence: He is always-present everywhere. 
Jeremiah 23:24b "Do I not fill heaven and earth?" says the Lord.
Psalms 145:18 The Lord is near to all who call upon Him, to all who call upon Him in truth. 
Matthew 28:20b …and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age." Amen.

“God is now here.”

I. God is in the Ups and Downs of Life

8 If I ascend into heaven, You are there; If I make my bed in hell, behold, You are there. 
A. Literally - in the highest Heaven or the lowest hell.

B. Metaphorically - referring to the highs and lows of life. 
Hebrews 13:5 Let your conduct be without covetousness; be content with such things as you have. For He Himself has said, "I will never leave you nor forsake you."

C. Death itself cannot separate us from God. 


II. God is in the Difficult Places of Life
9 If I take the wings of the morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, 10 Even there Your hand shall lead me, and Your right hand shall hold me.
A. Just because we cannot see God doesn’t mean that he isn’t there. 
Hebrews 11:1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. 

B. Literally – referring to how far the east is from the west.  


C. Distance cannot separate us from God. 

D. It is impossible to run so far away to be out of the reach of God.

III. God is in the Secret Places of Life
Psalm 139:11 If I say, "Surely the darkness shall fall on me," Even the night shall be light about me; 
A. There are no secrets we can keep from God.

B. Darkness cannot separate us from God. 

Ephesians 5:11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather expose them.
Daniel 2:22 He reveals deep and secret things; He knows what is in the darkness, and light dwells with Him.
John 3:19-20 And this is the condemnation, that the light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.  20 For everyone practicing evil hates the light and does not come to the light, lest his deeds should be exposed. NKJV

C. With God darkness is not dark.
12 Indeed, the darkness shall not hide from You, But the night shines as the day; The darkness and the light are both alike to You.
IV. Final Thoughts about Omnipresence
A. Omnipresence Brings Conviction
Hebrews 4:13 And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give account.
B. Omnipresence Brings Comfort
Psalms 34:18 The Lord is near to those who have a broken heart, and saves such as have a contrite spirit.
Isaiah 43:2 When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; And through the rivers, they shall not overflow you. When you walk through the fire, you shall not be burned, Nor shall the flame scorch you. 

Exodus 33:14-15 And He said, "My Presence will go with you, and I will give you rest." 15 Then he said to Him, "If Your Presence does not go with us, do not bring us up from here."
