Matthew
Matthew 5:3-7

3 "Blessed are the poor in spirit, For theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 4 Blessed are those who mourn, For they shall be comforted. 5 Blessed are the meek, For they shall inherit the earth. 6 Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, For they shall be filled. 7 Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy.

1. Spiritually Succumb       (yielding to the convicting power of HS)  
2. Spiritually Sorrowful   (Godly Sorrow over sin leads to repentance)   
3. Spiritually Submissive    (submit to his will for our lives)
4. Spiritually Satisfied    (a deeper hunger created by knowing Jesus)
5. Spiritually Supplied 

7 Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy.

Mercy comes from a Greek word which means “to be compassionate.”

I. Our Example of Mercy

A. One of the most amazing characteristics of God is His mercy. 
Psalms 103:11 For as the heavens are high above the earth, So great is His mercy toward those who fear Him;
B. Jesus is the greatest example of mercy. 
Isaiah42:3 A bruised reed He will not break, And smoking flax He will not quench.
C. Jesus had mercy on people because He saw their need.

Matthew 9:35-36 Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.   36 But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for them, because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd.
II. Our Expression of Mercy 

A. Mercy is compassion that goes into action.

B. Mercy is not self-seeking.
C. Mercy is a sign of spiritual maturity.
III. Our Exegesis of Mercy

A. It all begins with Love.
B. Mercy always comes from love.

Ephesians 2:4-5 But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, 5 even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved),
C. Compassion comes from mercy.

Matthew 9:36 But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for them, because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd.
D. Forgiveness comes from mercy.
Titus 3:4-5 But when the kindness and the love of God our Savior toward man appeared, 5 not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit,
E. Justice comes from mercy.
IV. The Effect of Mercy 
7 Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy.

A. If you show mercy in the form of compassion, forgiveness, and justice then mercy will be returned to you.

B. We obtain mercy from God.

2 Samuel 22:26 "With the merciful You will show Yourself merciful…
C. As we receive mercy from God we know He loves us.
