Matthew 5:27-32

"You have heard that it was said to those of old, 'You shall not commit adultery.'   28 But I say to you that whoever looks at a woman to lust for her has already committed adultery with her in his heart.  29 If your right eye causes you to sin, pluck it out and cast it from you; for it is more profitable for you that one of your members perish, than for your whole body to be cast into hell.  30 And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and cast it from you; for it is more profitable for you that one of your members perish, than for your whole body to be cast into hell. 31 "Furthermore it has been said, 'Whoever divorces his wife, let him give her a certificate of divorce.'  32 But I say to you that whoever divorces his wife for any reason except sexual immorality causes her to commit adultery; and whoever marries a woman who is divorced commits adultery. 

I. An Introduction 

A. It must be understood that God does not consider sex to be sinful.

B. God created and designed sex with the view to give us pleasure, fulfillment and the propagate humanity.

C. God has simply put boundaries around sex.
Genesis 2:24 They shall become one flesh.
Heb.13:4 Marriage is honorable among all, and the bed undefiled; but fornicators and adulterers God will judge. 
Prov.5:18-19 Let your fountain be blessed, And rejoice with the wife of your youth…and always be enraptured with her love.
1 Corinthians 7:3-5 Let the husband render to his wife the affection due her, and likewise also the wife to her husband. 4 The wife does not have authority over her own body, but the husband does. And likewise the husband does not have authority over his own body, but the wife does.  5 Do not deprive one another except with consent for a time, that you may give yourselves to fasting and prayer; and come together again so that Satan does not tempt you because of your lack of self-control.
II. Honest Talk about Adultery
27 "You have heard that it was said to those of old, 'You shall not commit adultery.'
A. Adultery is dealt with in the seventh of the Big Ten. 
B. Adultery refers to sexual intercourse with anyone other than one's marriage partner. 
C. Sexual temptations have existed since man's fall into sin.

2 Tim.3:13 But evil men and impostors will grow worse and worse, deceiving and being deceived.
D. God has always condemned adultery as sin.

III. Honest Talk About How Adultery Starts

28 But I say to you that whoever looks at a woman to lust for her has already committed adultery with her in his heart.
Jesus says that lust is the adultery of the heart.

James 1:13-16 Let no one say when he is tempted, "I am tempted by God"; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. 14 But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. 15 Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death. 16 Do not be deceived, my beloved brethren.
Job 31:1 I have made a covenant with my eyes; Why then should I look upon a young woman? 
1 Corinthians 10:13 No temptation has overtaken you except such as is common to man; but God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will also make the way of escape, that you may be able to bear it. 
III. How Do We Prevent Adultery

A. Make sure you spouses love tank is full at all times. 
The five love languages…

Touch, Acts of Service, Quality Time, Gifts, Words of Affirmation

B. Act upon your physical responsibility to your spouse. 

1 Corinthians 7:5 Do not deprive one another except with consent for a time, that you may give yourselves to fasting and prayer; and come together again so that Satan does not tempt you because of your lack of self-control. 

1 Corinthians 6:13b-20 Now the body is not for sexual immorality but for the Lord, and the Lord for the body. 14 And God both raised up the Lord and will also raise us up by His power. 15 Do you not know that your bodies are members of Christ? Shall I then take the members of Christ and make them members of a harlot? Certainly not! 16 Or do you not know that he who is joined to a harlot is one body with her? For "the two," He says, "shall become one flesh." 17 But he who is joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him. 18 Flee sexual immorality. Every sin that a man does is outside the body, but he who commits sexual immorality sins against his own body. 19 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God's. 

C. Don’t compare your spouse with someone else.

D. Some things that help whether you are single or married.

1. Draw closer to Christ.

Galatians 5:16-17 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh. 17 For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do the things that you wish.
2. Allow Scripture to transform your mind.
