2. The Proof of Spiritual Hunger
Exodus 33:11 says, "So the LORD spoke to Moses face to face, as a man speaks to his friend." 

Psalms 63:1, "O God, You are my God; Early will I seek You; My soul thirsts for You; My flesh longs for You In a dry and thirsty land Where there is no water."

"For to me, to live is Christ, and to die is gain" (Phil. 1:21).

3. The Benefits of Spiritual Hunger
a. The first benefit of spiritual hunger for the unbeliever is salvation.

b. The first benefit of spiritual hunger for the believer is sanctification. 

c. There is a growing dissatisfaction with one's spiritual life.

d. There is a growing discontentment with the earthly matters.

e. There is a desire for the Word of God.

Jeremiah 15:16 Your words were found, and I ate them, And Your word was to me the joy and rejoicing of my heart.

f. There is delight in all aspects of God.

g. There is determination in the service of God.

4. The Results of Spiritual Hunger

6b …For they shall be filled.
The Greek word for filled is chorazo, which was often used to describe the feeding of animals until they were so full they could eat no more.

Psalm 34:10 says, "The young lions lack and suffer hunger; But those who seek the LORD shall not lack any good thing."
