Power to Serve Part 5
Acts 19:1-7 And it happened, while Apollos was at Corinth, that Paul, having passed through the upper regions, came to Ephesus. And finding some disciples 2 he said to them, "Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?" So they said to him, "We have not so much as heard whether there is a Holy Spirit." 3 And he said to them, "Into what then were you baptized?" So they said, "Into John's baptism." 4 Then Paul said, "John indeed baptized with a baptism of repentance, saying to the people that they should believe on Him who would come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus." 5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 6 And when Paul had laid hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied. 7 Now the men were about twelve in all.
I. The Power of the Holy Spirit is for Christ Followers only.

The prerequisite for being baptized in the Holy Spirit is salvation. 
II. They were Baptized in Water in the Name of the Lord.

5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 
A. Water Baptism is an outward testimony of an inward work.

B. “Baptized” literally means immersion.

36 Now as they went down the road, they came to some water. And the eunuch said, "See, here is water. What hinders me from being baptized?" 
C. Water baptism is a picture of the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus.

Romans 6:4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.
III. The Doctrine of the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. 

2 he said to them, "Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?" So they said to him, "We have not so much as heard whether there is a Holy Spirit." 
A. Examples in Acts

Acts 2, 8, 9, 10, 19

B. Jesus informs us about the Holy Spirit.

Luke 11:9-13

"So I say to you, ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you.  10 For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened.  11 If a son asks for bread from any father among you, will he give him a stone? Or if he asks for a fish, will he give him a serpent instead of a fish?  12 Or if he asks for an egg, will he offer him a scorpion?  13 If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him!" 

C. Jesus Baptizes with the Holy Spirit.

Mark 1:8 I indeed baptized you with water, but He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit."
D. Paul exhorts us to be “filled” with the Holy Spirit.
Ephesians 5:18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit, 

And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation (which leads to debauchery); but be filled with the Spirit. NIV

“All of you, keep on allowing yourselves to be filled with the Spirit!”

6 And when Paul had laid hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied.
IV. What Happens When We Receive the Baptism of the Holy Spirit?
A. We will serve others.

B. We will share Christ as a powerful witness.

Acts 1:8 But you shall receive power after that the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.
C. We will speak with tongues.

Romans 8:26-27 Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses. For we do not know what we should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. 27 Now He who searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He makes intercession for the saints according to the will of God.

Jude 20 But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit,
1 Corinthians 14:13-15 Therefore let him who speaks in a tongue pray that he may interpret. 14 For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays, but my understanding is unfruitful. 15 What is the conclusion then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will also pray with the understanding. I will sing with the spirit, and I will also sing with the understanding.
D. We will overcome difficulties.

John 7:37-39 On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, "If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink.  38 He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water."  39 But this He spoke concerning the Spirit, whom those believing in Him would receive; for the Holy Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.
