6 things I’ve learned so far

1.  It’s easy to confuse the urgent with the essential.

Luke 10:41-42 
"Martha, Martha," the Lord answered, "you are worried and upset about many things, 42 but only one thing is needed. Mary has chosen what is better, and it will not be taken away from her."  

2. Marriage and parenthood don’t just happen to go well.

Eph 5:25-28 

Husbands love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her…

3. How we live is more important than what we have. 

Luke 12:29-34 

…do not set your heart on what you will eat or drink; do not worry about it. 30 For the pagan world runs after all such things, and your Father knows that you need them. 31 But seek his kingdom, and these things will be given to you as well. 32 "Do not be afraid, little flock, for your Father has been pleased to give you the kingdom.

3. How we live is more important than what we have. 

Luke 12:29-34 

33 Sell your possessions and give to the poor. Provide purses for yourselves that will not wear out, a treasure in heaven that will not be exhausted, where no thief comes near and no moth destroys. 34 For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.

3. How we live is more important than what we have. 

• This frees us to live generously.

• This allows us to take risks for God.

4. Truth matters and we are accountable to Him.

John 14:6-7 

Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.

5. The church can’t get comfortable.

Acts 8:1-5 On that day a great persecution broke out against the church at Jerusalem, and all except the apostles were scattered throughout Judea and Samaria. 2 Godly men buried Stephen and mourned deeply for him. 3 But Saul began to destroy the church. Going from house to house, he dragged off men and women and put them in prison.

Acts 8:1-5 

4 Those who had been scattered preached the word wherever they went. 5 Philip went down to a city in Samaria and proclaimed the Christ there.

6. Purpose is a question of WHY, not WHAT.

Est 4:12-14 When Esther's words were reported to Mordecai, 13 he sent back this answer: "Do not think that because you are in the king's house you alone of all the Jews will escape. 14 For if you remain silent at this time, relief and deliverance for the Jews will arise from another place, but you and your father's family will perish. And who knows but that you have come to royal position for such a time as this?"
